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MOTION OF CHAIRMAN WENDELL F. HOLLAND

Before the Commission for consideration and disposition is the Settlement Agreement filed on February 20, 2008, (Settlement Agreement) by Pike County Light & Power Company (PCL&P) and the Commission’s Law Bureau Prosecutory Staff on behalf of the Bureau of Consumer Services.


The violation at issue relates to a billing error that involves a total of 353 customers.   The Settlement Agreement, among other things, provides for a civil penalty of $35,300. 

I am mindful of PCL&P’s cooperation with the Commission’s investigation and its history of positive compliance with the Commission’s regulations; however, I believe a modification of the Settlement Agreement is appropriate.  In all other respects the Settlement Agreement is not disturbed by this Motion.

Given the magnitude of rate increases this utility’s customers have recently experienced, I believe the $35,300 should be applied to PCL&P's Hardship Fund. It is called The Neighbor Fund and it is administered by the Pike County Assistance Office.
THEREFORE I MOVE:

That the Office of Special Assistants prepare a Tentative Opinion and Order consistent with this Motion.
