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This Motion offered by Commissioner Powelson initiates a process designed to establish a two-year pilot program for jurisdictional water utilities to implement the Water Audit methodology endorsed by the American Water Works Association.  Interested parties are provided thirty days to submit comments concerning this pilot program(s) before the accompanying order becomes final.  Further, the Motion recommends that the Commission convene a technical support group to discuss matters pertaining to the implementation of the pilot program(s).  While I am voting to support the initiation of this process, I would request that the parties provide input on the following questions:

What other jurisdictions have implemented this procedure to date?

Has this procedure been successful in those jurisdictions?

3.
Is the implementation of this methodology applicable to all of or just portions of the Commonwealth considering the diversity of the water resources and infrastructure in Pennsylvania?

What are the associated cost implications involved with this methodology?


5.
Can this procedure be implemented in a cost effective manner here in Pennsylvania?
