BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission upon an application filed 

June 19, 2000.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of July 15, 2000.  No protests were filed.  The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing.



DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS:



The Memorial Hospital , Inc., of Towanda, Pennsylvania (Memorial), is a Pennsylvania Corporation domiciled at One Hospital Drive, Towanda, Bradford County.  At this location is a 3 bay garage and office equipped with 2 phone lines and a fax line. One 1997 Dodge B-350 van is currently available for use, and a second van will be purchased within 12 to 16 months if necessary.  Memorial now provides ambulance service for Bradford and Sullivan Counties and now seeks to supplement that service with the paratransit service proposed.



As evidence of its financial capacity, Memorial provided a balance sheet dated June 30, 1999, reporting total assets of $21,332,188.00 with liabilities of $10,951,269.00.  



The five supporting verified statements from Lynn Dibble, Vice President of Patient Care Services, Towanda Hospital; Paul Grula, Director of Outpatient Mental Health, Northern Tier Counseling, Bradford and Sullivan Counties; Bill Farley, Executive Director of the Area Agency on the Aging, Bradford, Sullivan, Susquehanna and Tioga Counties; Drs. Timothy and Karen Hoffman, Hoffman Health Partners, Towanda; and Eleanor H. Smith, Director of Bradford County Children and Youth Services, Towanda, may be characterized as stating a need for paratransit service from a daily basis to eight times a year, for the transportation of individuals seeking transportation for personal and/or health care reasons.


After complete review of the record, we find:

1. The applicant has the equipment and fitness to provide the 

proposed service.


2.   The applicant has support representative of the proposed service.

3. Approval of the unopposed application is necessary for the  
      accommodation and convenience of the public; THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED: That the application be and is hereby approved granting the following right:

To transport, as a common carrier, persons in paratransit service, 

between points in the counties of Bradford, Sullivan and Wyoming, 

and from points in said counties, to points in Pennsylvania, and 

return.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED: That the applicant shall not engage in any transportation authorized by this order until the following is submitted to the Commission:

1. A tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.

2. Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage insurance.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED: That upon compliance with the requirements herein before set forth, a certificate shall issue evidencing the Commission’s approval of the right to operate as above described.

T IS FURTHER ORDERED: That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the carrier, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED: That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of the service of this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.
