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STATEMENT OF COMMISSIONER WILSON


Today’s adjustment is needed because our service provider made a large mistake in sizing the funding for this service.  

This mistake and its adjustment remedy, however, means Pennsylvania’s regulated community must suffer a 20% increase in their assessment.  This will not be without an impact to their Pennsylvania revenues.  

I strongly urge our Law Bureau and this Commission to seriously urge our service provider to reconsider the level of compensation they received on a monthly basis during the nine month period this error went uncorrected.  The regulated community’s contribution could be reduced, however small or large, by our service provider’s willingness to contribute something more than the cost of providing the needed funding to rectify their error.  
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
