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MOTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN CAWLEY
Before us for consideration is a Joint Petition for Settlement (Joint Settlement) filed by Duquesne Light Company (Duquesne) and the Law Bureau Prosecutory Staff (Prosecutory Staff).
Among the agreed upon settlement provisions is one that provides for a $250,000 contribution by Duquesne to its “STAY WARM” programs.  The Stay Warm programs are a collection of company initiatives for the 2005-06 winter period intended to assist low income customers.  The Stay Warm initiatives are in addition to other ongoing programs, such as Duquesne’s Customer Assistance Program (CAP).  Unlike the ongoing programs, the Stay Warm programs are limited to the 2005-06 winter period.   Duquesne’s CAP is over-enrolled and under-funded.
Because of the limited term of the Stay Warm programs, unused funds may remain after the current winter period.  To be consistent with the spirit of the proposed settlement, the terms of the settlement should be changed to specify that any portion of the $250,000 contribution that remains unspent at the conclusion of the 2005-06 winter period be transferred to Duquesne’s CAP.  

THEREFORE, I move that:
1. The Joint Petition for Settlement be amended to require that any unexpended funds from the 2005-06 Stay Warm programs be transferred to Duquesne’s CAP.
2. The Opinion and Order resulting from this Motion, the Joint Petition for Settlement, the Joint Statement in Support thereof, and Exhibits A-C be entered for comments by any interested party, and be served on the Office of Consumer Advocate and the Office of Small Business Advocate, with comments due on or before February 6, 2006.
3. The Office of Special Assistants prepare the necessary Opinion and Order consistent with this motion.
