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O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed February 17, 2006.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of May 6, 2006 with protests due by May 30, 2006.  No protests were filed and no hearings were held.  The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing.
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS



Classic British Limousine Service, Inc. (applicant) seeks the initial right to provide limousine service.  Raymond Jaklitsch, Jr. and his wife are Secretary/Treasurer and President, respectively, and the sole shareholders.  Mr. Jaklitsch holds an MBA from the Pennsylvania State University.  His transportation experience includes military experience in maintaining and dispatching fleet vehicles and equipment.  His business experience includes ten years of managing large and small businesses and eight years as a senior business manager for an international investment firm.


The principal place of business is located at 435 Winding Stream Road, Spring City, Chester County, Pennsylvania.  This home office has a computer for reservations and a separate phone line for communications and general inquiries.  Mr. Jaklitsch will initially be the only employee, but as the business expands, he plans to hire additional employees and add more classic vehicles.  Advertising will be through wedding planners, newspapers and via The Knot.com.


Applicant plans on using a 1964 Rolls Royce Silver Cloud III with amenities, such as air conditioning, chauffeur in period uniform, fresh flowers, gourmet sweets and choice of beverage.  Drivers must complete a two hour Drivers’ Safety program initially and again every four years thereafter.  A monthly review by management will be completed to ensure that drivers meet license and safety requirements.  Pre-trip inspections will be required for each trip.  Monthly review of maintenance records will be conducted and scheduled maintenance and inspections performed by a qualified mechanic in order to comply with 67 Pa. Code, Chapter 175.  


The balance sheet of the applicant dated February 2, 2006 shows total current assets of $25,000, including $25,000 in cash.  Total assets are $434,800, and total liabilities are $208,500, for a total owner’s equity of $226,300. 




A review of the record before us indicates that the applicant possesses the technical expertise, experience, equipment, facilities, sufficient capital and other resources necessary to provide the proposed service.


Act 94 of 2004 transferred regulatory oversight of Philadelphia medallion taxicabs and various other types of passenger carriers serving Philadelphia from this Commission to the Philadelphia Parking Authority.  Act 94 was effective on April 10, 2005.  The applicant has applied for authority, part of which now falls under the jurisdiction of the Philadelphia Parking Authority.  The Commission does not have jurisdiction to approve that part of the applicant’s requested authority that includes service now regulated by the Philadelphia Parking Authority.  Therefore, only the service regulated by the Commission is approved.  The applicant must apply with the Philadelphia Parking Authority to provide service between points in Philadelphia and, from any airport, railroad station or hotel located in whole or in part in Philadelphia.

After complete review of the record, we find:  

1. Applicant seeks the initial right to provide limousine service and the application is unopposed.

2. Applicant has the equipment, ability and fitness necessary to render the service; THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:  That the application be and is hereby approved granting the following right:  

To transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, persons, in limousine service, from points in the counties of Chester, Delaware and Montgomery, to points in Pennsylvania, and return, excluding service that is under the jurisdiction of the Philadelphia Parking Authority.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the applicant shall not engage in any transportation authorized by this order until the following is submitted to the Commission:

1. Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability insurance.

2. A tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right. 



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, a certificate shall issue evidencing the Commission's approval of the right to operate as above determined.  



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry of this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.
