Section 507 of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §507, provides that no contract between a public utility and a municipal corporation shall be valid unless filed with the Commission at least thirty (30) days prior to its effective date.


The Contracts in question between the York Water Company and Gettysburg Municipal Authority, filed on February 13, 2007, will become effective March 15, 2007, without further Commission action.  In order to adequately review these Contracts, it is necessary to extend this consideration period.
