		A number of the Electric Distribution Companies’ electric choice restructuring settlements allowed for the introduction of third party billing and competitive metering.  The responsibility for the development of the appropriate electronic transactions required to facilitate the exchange of information involved in these processes was placed with the Phase In Committee (“PIC”) and the Electronic Data Exchange Working Group (“EDEWG”).  At a joint PIC and EDEWG meeting, it was determined that a separate working group should be formed to discuss and develop the business practices which would be involved in implementing these processes.  





		In accordance with the request of the PIC and EDEWG, a Business Practices Group is being established to handle this project.  The Business Practices Group will be a small group of individuals knowledgeable of the business practices within their companies, especially as they relate to metering and billing.  If your system will likely be involved in competitive metering and billing, you will want to send a representative to discuss your company’s practices.
