The element notes for the BGN06 in the BGN Segment are revised to indicate that this element may be populated with the text “MANUAL” in an Enrollment Accept Response transaction when there is no corresponding Request transaction, for example, when a customer participating in an EGS Referral Program is enrolled by the utility and the Response is being sent to provide the assigned EGS with the customer’s account details.  An additional example was also added to the BGN segment notes.

	LDC service territories supporting an ESP Customer Referral Program via EDI may require the customer to contact the LDC to enroll with the designated or randomly assigned ESP (as opposed to requiring the customer to contact the ESP directly for enrollment).  In this situation, the ESP will not send an Enrollment Request transaction to that LDC.   Instead, that LDC will send an Enrollment Accept Response to the ESP to communicate the customer’s account details.  The Enrollment Accept Response will contain ‘MANUAL’ in the BGN06 to identify the ESP Customer Referral Program enrollment.
