Energy Efficiency and Conservation Plan Template

With this Secretarial Letter, the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (“Commission”) hereby issues an Energy Efficiency and Conservation Plan (“EE&C Plan”) filing template, which was developed pursuant to the Commission’s Implementation Order (“Implementation Order”), entered on January 16, 2008 at the above-referenced docket number.  The Commission directs that all jurisdictional electric distribution companies (“EDCs”) with at least 100,000 customers use this EE&C Plan template in preparing and filing their EE&C Plans with the Commission.

Please note that the attached template includes a number of blank tables that are to be completed by the EDCs in filing their plans.  These are included as part of the template for illustrative purposes.  However, for purposes of completing these tables, the EDCs are directed to download the Excel spreadsheets that correspond to the tables from the Act 129 page of the Commission’s website.  This page can be found at http://www.puc.state.pa.us/electric/Act_129_info.aspx.
Among other things, the Act required that by July 1, 2009, each EDC with at least 100,000 customers is to develop and file an EE&C Plan designed to allow the EDC to achieve specific reductions in energy consumption and peak demand by certain dates specified in the Act.  The Implementation Order provided a detailed discussion and specific directives regarding the requirements of the Act as it relates to these mandated EE&C Plans.  In addition, the Implementation Order stated that the Commission would issue a Secretarial Letter establishing a more detailed format for plan filings.  The purpose of the template is to provide EDCs with a standardized format for presenting and filing all the information required by the Act and the Implementation Order relating to their respective EE&C Plans.

Subsequently, Commission staff developed a draft template and circulated it among all stakeholders on March 18, 2009 for comment.  Comments were to be submitted on or before April 1, 2009.  A number of parties submitted comments on the draft template.  Commission staff reviewed these comments and appropriate revisions were made.
The Commission would like to thank all those who participated in this process for their cooperation and contributions in the creation of this template.
