REVISION TO ORDER GRANTING, IN PART, AND DENYING, IN PART, AT&T’S 

MOTION TO DISMISS OBJECTIONS OF THE PENNSYLVANIA

TELEPHONE ASSOCIATION AND EMBARQ AND COMPEL ANSWERS 


On July 21, 2009, an Order was issued in this matter which granted, in part, and denied, in part, AT&T’s Motion to Dismiss Objections of the PTA and Embarq PA and Compel Answers, and required PTA and Embarq PA to file responses to certain enumerated interrogatories within seven (7) days, or by July 28, 2009.  



Subsequent to that ruling, the Commission adopted a Motion which allowed the parties additional time for litigation than had previously been provided in the procedural schedule.  As a result, the prior procedural schedule was rescinded and a new schedule will be established at a subsequent Prehearing Conference.  There is now no need to expedite the filing of the compelled interrogatory responses and PTA and Embarq, with AT&T’s consent, have agreed to a new deadline of Tuesday, August 11, 2009, for the responses.  I find that the new deadline of August 11, 2009, is reasonable;
