You are advised that any equipment to be used in rendering the service authorized under the certificate must be registered with the Bureau of Motor Vehicles, Department of Transportation, as a bus or taxi.  Motor carriers operating without complying with the above requirements will be subject to the penalty provisions of the Public Utility Code.

 	Commission regulations require compliance with all of the requirements within sixty (60) days of this letter.  Failure to comply within the sixty- (60) day period will cause the Commission to rescind the action of February 24, 2011 and dismiss the application without further proceedings.
