Aqua Pennsylvania, Inc. (Aqua) has issued a precautionary boil water notice for its customers in the Gouldsboro system. Aqua will shut down water service in the area beginning at 9 a.m. on Tuesday, July 27 to complete the tie-in (interconnection) of approximately 3,000 feet of new main recently installed along SR-507. The resulting service outage is expected to last several hours. This precautionary boil order will be effective from the time of the shut-down until testing is completed following restoration of service. This will likely be some time Thursday, July 29.    
What should I do?

DO NOT DRINK THE WATER WITHOUT BOILING IT FIRST.  Bring all water to a boil, let it boil for one minute, and let it cool before using, or use bottled water.  Boiled or bottled water should be used for drinking, making ice, brushing teeth, washing dishes, and food preparation until further notice. Boiling kills bacteria and other organisms in the water.

What happened?  What is being done?

In May, Aqua Pennsylvania began a $400,000 project to replace approximately 3,000 feet of old undersized water main with new 8-inch ductile iron main and install new service lines to each curb stop. The new main will improve service reliability and pressure for customers along SR-507 (Main Street, west of Pumphouse Road) in Gouldsboro.
