PETITION TO INTERVENE

Through counsel, Citizens for Pennsylvania’s Future (PennFuture), hereby
Pelitions (o Intervene in response to the “Petition of PECO Energy Company [or an
Evidentiary Hearing,” (hereinalter “PECO”) “Petition of Metropolit:cm Edison Company,
Pennsylvania Electric Compan)‘/, Pennsylvania Power Company and West Penn Power
Company for an Evidentiary Hearing on the Encrgy Efficiency BCI]CI]I'I'IZ;I‘](S Established
for the Period June 1, 2013 through May 31, 2016,” “Petition for Reconsideration and
Clarification of Mctropolitan Edison Company, Pennsylvania Electric Company,
Pennsylvania Power Company and West Penn Power Company,” (hercinafter collectively
referred to as “FirstEncrgy”) “Petition of PPL Electric Utilitics Corporation for an
Evidentiary Hearing” and “Pelition of PPL Electric Ulilities Corporation for
Reconsideration” (hereinafter “PPL”).

3. The Petitioners, on behalf of l.hcir members and the public interest, have
an interest in ensuring that cnergy efficiency and conservation programs are implemented
to the fullest extenl allowed by law and achicve the highest possible encrgy savings, in
order 1o protect public health, preserve the environment, reduce encrgy prices, and
mainlain grid reliability. Petitioner’s members are dircctly and personally affected by the
Proceedings because they reasonably may be expected to affect the safety, reliability,
cleanliness and alfordability of their public utility service. Petitioner’s members depend

on cleetrie distribution service from PECO, PPL and FirstEncrgy to mect basic
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necessities of life and risk health and financial consequences if service is not provided in
a safc, reliable, clean, and affordable manner.
4. Speciflically, this action directly impacts PennFuture and its members

including but not limited to the following:

5. Petitioner has a right and interest in .ussuring that S;&IFC, reliable, clean and
affordable public utility service, and partlicipation in these Procecdings is an appropriate
way to protect these rights and interests.

9. To the extent the Cominission deviates from ils Implementation Order and
allows evidence 10 be received addressing arguments raised by PECO, PPL and/or
FirstEnergy thal are outside the consumplion reduction requirement, Petitioner intends 10
present evidence in support of the Commission’s Implementation Order.

10, Pelitioner’s position regarding demand response programs differs from
PECO’s stated position and it will be prepared to submit evidence supporting the
Petitioner’s position should the Commission deviate from the Implementation Order and
receive evidenee as 1o this issuc.

1. Petitioners reserve the right to raise other issues as necessary and
appropriate during the course of the proceeding and to respond 1o issues raised by other
partics.

12, Pursuant to the Implementation Order, Intervenors must file must be filed
within Q) days of an EDC filing a request lor a hearing. Requests for a hearing were
filed on August 20, 2012, making Lhis Pelilion limely.

For the foregoing reasons, Petitioner requests thal the Commission grant this

Petition and confer status as Intervenor in this Proceeding.
