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Application of Millennium Limousine Group, Inc., for the additional right to begin to transport, by motor vehicle, persons, in Group and Party service, in vehicles seating between 11 and 15 passengers, including the driver, from points in the counties of Chester, Delaware, and Montgomery, to points in Pennsylvania and return; excluding that service which is under the jurisdiction of the Philadelphia Parking Authority.
O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on application filed October 19, 2012.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of February 9, 2013, with protests due by February 25, 2013.   No protests were filed.  The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing.  The record consists of the application, the applicant’s verified statements, 10 statements of support from residents of Chester County, five statements of support from residents of Delaware County, and six statements of support from residents of Montgomery County.
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS:

Millennium Limousine Group, Inc. (Millennium or applicant), is a Pennsylvania corporation domiciled at 333 Lancaster Ave., Malvern, Chester County, Pennsylvania.  Applicant has held limousine authority with this Commission since March 8, 2011, and has no negative compliance history.
The applicant will continue to utilize its previously approved hiring, maintenance, and safety procedures.  Applicant has supplemented its existing limousine fleet with a 2006 Ford E350 14 passenger van with which it will render the requested service.
The balance sheet of Millennium Limousine Group, Inc., submitted March 25, 2013, shows total assets of $154,094, of which $70,000 is cash, and total liabilities of $10,000.   

A review of the record before us indicates that the applicant possesses the technical expertise, experience, facilities, sufficient capital and other resources necessary to provide the proposed service.  Applicant has no outstanding fines or assessments, which would prevent transfer of its authority.
The applicant is hereby advised of its obligation to familiarize itself with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code as applicable to the operations of a common carrier as authorized by this Order.  Applicant is further advised that failure to comply with all applicable requirements may subject the carrier to penalties including fines, suspension of operating rights or cancellation of its authority.  Title 52 of the Pa. Code is available on line at www.pacode.com.
After complete review of the record, we find:

1. Applicant seeks the additional right to provide Group and Party service, in vehicles seating between 11 and 15 passengers, and no protests were filed.

2. Applicant is supported by 10 statements of support from residents of Chester County, five statements of support from residents of Delaware County, and six statements of support from residents of Montgomery County.
3. Applicant has the equipment, ability and fitness necessary to render the service as amended.

4. The evidence of record is sufficient to establish necessity for the service as amended.

5. Approval of the application is necessary for the accommodation and convenience of the public; THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:  That the application be and is hereby approved granting the following revised right:

To transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, persons, in Group and Party service, in vehicles seating between 11 and 15 passengers, including the driver, from points in the counties of Chester, Delaware, and Montgomery, to points in Pennsylvania and return; excluding that service which is under the jurisdiction of the Philadelphia Parking Authority.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:   That the applicant shall not engage in any transportation authorized by this order until the applicant has received a certificate of public convenience from the Commission.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:   That a certificate of public convenience shall not be issued until the following are submitted to the Commission and approved by the Commission:

1. An acceptable Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability insurance.

2. An acceptable tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, a certificate shall issue evidencing the Commission's approval of the right to operate as above determined.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of the service of this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.
