TO ALL PARTIES:
On February 28, 2014, PECO Energy Company (PECO) filed the “Petition of PECO Energy Company for Approval of Amendments to its Act 129 Phase II Energy Efficiency and Conservation Plan” (Petition) in the above-captioned proceeding.  In pertinent part, PECO requested expedited consideration of its Petition.  Petition at 8-9.

In Energy Efficiency and Conservation Program, Docket No. 
M-2008-2069887 (Order entered June 10, 2011) at 20, the Commission stated that petitions proposing non-minor changes in an energy efficiency and conservation plan:

. . . shall be served on all parties, who will have 30 days to file comments, an answer or both.   All parties will then have 20 days to file replies, after which the Commission will determine whether to rule on the changes or refer the matter to an Administrative Law Judge for hearings and a recommended decision.  

PECO requested an expedited schedule to ensure that its proposed Mass Market Direct Load Control program is in place for the 2014-2015 Plan Year and to obtain the benefits of the other proposed amendments to the Plan.  Specifically, PECO asked that: (a) Comments and/or Answers be due by the close of business on March 19, 2014, (b) Reply Comments be due by the close of business on March 31, 2014, and (c) the Commission issue an Order on the Petition at the Public Meeting scheduled for April 23, 2014.   
The Commission finds that PECO has established that an expedited Comment and Answer period is in the public interest in this instance.  As a result, the Commission will modify the schedule established in Energy Efficiency and Conservation Program, supra, for filing Answers, Comments, and Replies.  Answers and/or Comments will be considered timely if filed on or before Wednesday, March 19, 2014.  Replies will be considered timely if filed on or before Monday, March 31.  At that time, the Commission will determine whether to rule on the changes or refer the matter to an Administrative Law Judge for hearings and a recommended decision.
