On September 30, 2014, my office received a filing from Mr. Frank D. Kitzmiller informing the Commission that he has not received any documentation regarding the two formal rate complaints he filed at the above docket numbers against the City of Lancaster in its proposed rate increase by the Bureau of Water at the above R docket number.  



The Secretary’s Bureau received Mr. Kitzmiller’s rate complaints on July 14, 2014.  The Commission by order entered on July 9, 2014, suspended the case for an investigation and assigned the matter to the Office of Administrative Law Judge, prior to the filing of Mr. Kitzmiller’s rate complaints.  A pre-hearing conference was held on July 24, 2014; however, Mr. Kitzmiller’s rate complaints were processed and served on Mr. John Gallagher, Counsel for the City of Lancaster, on August 4, 2014.
