Application of the Department of Transportation of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania for approval to alter the circuitry of the existing automatically operated railroad warning devices to allow for temporary advanced preemption where State Route 0462 (West Market Street) crosses at-grade the single track of York Rail Company (DOT 872 471 W) in West Manchester Township, York County; and the allocation of the costs incident thereto.

To Whom It May Concern:

This matter is before the Commission by reason of a letter-petition received on July 20, 2015.  Pennsylvania Department of Transportation (Department) notified the Commission that it desires to withdraw the subject application due to the fact that the scope of the subject project has been altered from a full bridge replacement project to a bridge preservation project; as such, the Department no longer intends to alter the subject highway-rail crossing.  All parties of interest were notified by Department of Transportation by mail of this withdrawal.

Upon full consideration of the matters involved in this proceeding, we find that the application in this matter can be withdrawn.
