ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:
At a location in the Borough of Dauphin, Dauphin County, SR 0022/0322 crosses, below grade, the tracks of Norfolk Southern Railway Company.  

The Commission Order Entered July 17, 1997, approved Pennsylvania Department of Transportation’s application (filed June 12, 1996), and directed the reconstruction of the subject bridge.  The Commission has recently had inquiries concerning the safety of this crossing for several modes of transportation.  Currently, the Commission is concerned whether the existing conditions of the crossing are adequate to effectuate the prevention of accidents and promotion of safety of the public.  We therefore will initiate an investigation into the safety of this crossing, its future disposition, what work, if any, shall be performed at the crossing, and allocation of costs of any work ordered; THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:
1. That an investigation be and is hereby instituted for the purpose of determining all matters relating to safety of the crossing where SR 0022/0322 crosses, below grade, the tracks of Norfolk Southern Railway Company in the Borough of Dauphin, Dauphin County, including the future disposition of this crossing, what work, if any, shall be performed at the crossing, and allocation of costs of any work ordered.

2. That Pennsylvania Department of Transportation, the Borough of Dauphin, Township of Middle Paxton, Dauphin County, Norfolk Southern Railway Company, Lebanon Valley Bicycle Coalition, Capitol Region Water, United Water of PA, Pennsylvania Power & Light, Inc., Wolf, Boch, Shorr & Soliscohen LLP, Texas Eastern Trans Corporation, Bicycle Access Council, Susquehanna Greenway Partnership and Dauphin County residents Richard Norford and Joe Lauver are made parties hereto.
3. That any assignments for maintenance previously assigned to any party of record in any prior Commission Orders or Secretarial Letters remain in full force and effect.

4. That a copy of this order be served on each party named in numbered Paragraph 2 herein and this proceeding be scheduled for a hearing at a time and place designated by this Commission, and due notice to the parties hereto shall be given to receive testimony and evidence relative to the matters involved.
