PREHEARING ORDER


On November 30, 2015, PECO Energy Company (“PECO” or “Respondent” or “Company”) filed a petition for approval of its Act 129 Phase III Energy Efficiency and Conservation Plan.

PECO requests that the Commission:  (1) find that the Phase III Plan satisfies the requirements of 66 Pa.C.S. §2806.1(b)(1) and the Phase III Implementation Order
, including those provisions mandating the implementation of programs designed to achieve the peak demand reduction and consumption reduction targets established for PECO and the energy savings carve-outs for the governmental, educational and non-profit (“G/E/NP”) and low-income customer sectors; and (2) approve a supplement to PECO’s Electric Service Tariff to implement a Section 1307 surcharge to recover Phase III Plan costs.  



In accordance with the Commission’s order, the matter was assigned to Administrative Law Judges Angela T. Jones and Darlene Heep.  



On December 10, 2015, the Office of Consumer Advocate filed a Notice of Intervention.



On December 17, 2015, the Coalition for Affordable Utility Services and Energy Efficiency in Pennsylvania (CAUSE-PA) filed a Motion to Intervene. 

On December 18, 2015, the Office of Small Business Advocate filed a Notice of Intervention.
