Application of PENNDOT for approval to alter the public at-grade crossing by the installation of new automatically operated flashing-light crossing warning signals with short arm gated where Weaber Street crosses the two tracks of Norfolk Southern Railway Company (DOT 592 353 V) in Annville Township, Lebanon County.
To Whom It May Concern:

By Secretarial Letter dated June 11, 2015, we directed the alteration the subject crossing where Weaber Street crosses, at grade, two tracks Norfolk Southern Railway Company (DOT 592 353 V) in Annville Township, Lebanon County. All work at the subject crossing was to be completed on or before September 30, 2016.
By petition received by the Commission on September 28, 2016, Norfolk Southern Railway Company requests the Commission grant an extension of time in which to complete the project due to unforeseen delays that resulted from a non-carrier utility conflict.

Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105-3265, and must be filed within twenty (20) days, or if no timely request is made, the action will be deemed to be a final action of the Commission.
