2. My interest in this project is as a landowner, concerned father/grandfather, steward of the land and 

resident of York County.

3. Existing participants in the filing may not understand:

a. That Land will be devalued for this unnecessary project. What you can do with your 

land determines the value of it. Our local township zoning officers created laws to protect 

our lands from sub-division and other unnecessary development. Farm lands need to 

remain as agricultural.

b. That this project will bring environmental concerns from the stray shocks and 

electromagnetic fields coming from these proposed lines. As I travel under current power 

lines, there are times when the radio station has static and cell phones are unable to be 

used.

c. Currently there are existing powerlines not being used to their fullest potential, why 

aren’t these lines being used?
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d. That Pennsylvania is continually being asked to supply energy to other states without 

any benefit or savings to their own resident, this project is a fine example.

e. Destroys our future generation’s use of farmland for the financial gain of a few 

individuals.

f. And so many more oppositions, too many to list.

4. The action of this Commission will severely limit the ability of future generations (including my 

children’s and grandchildren’s) in their farming operations. These power lines will prohibit new 

bams/buildings in certain sections of their land. As first generation farm owners, my family has 

worked their entire life for ownership to now have this unnecessary project create a burden for 

them.

a. The action of this Commission would affect the hunting, the wildlife and hiking trails 

negatively. I’ve hunted and hiked over these lands well over the past 51 years.

b. The action of this Commission would also interfere with expansions of livestock, fowl 

operations, etc. by putting limitations on their options.

WHEREFORE, Dale R Saxman respectfully requests Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission to 

investigate and the filing, and strongly impose a condition that all other existing rights of way and 

infrastructure should be utilized before any new power line projects are approved, and the Commission 

should deny the Transource filing.
