THIRD INTERIM ORDER HOLDING RULING ON THE EXPEDITED
MOTION OF THE BUREAU OF INVESTIGATION AND ENFORCEMENT
TO CHALLENGE PITTSBURGH WATER AND SEWER AUTHORITY’S DESIGNATION OF CERTAIN INFORMATION AS PROPRIETARY
AND CONFIDENTIAL IN ABEYANCE
On March 4, 2019, the Commission’s Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement filed a motion titled, Expedited Motion of the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement to Challenge Pittsburgh Water and Sewer Authority’s Designation of Certain Information as Proprietary and Confidential (Motion).  The Motion requests an order requiring Pittsburgh Water and Sewer Authority (PWSA) to remove the proprietary and confidential designation of the following materials served on February 14, 2019: (1) Page 10 of PWSA Statement No. 2-C (the Direct Testimony of Debbie M. Lestitian); (2) Confidential Exhibit DML/C-1; and (3) Confidential Exhibit DML/C-2.   
PWSA filed a response to the Motion on March 8, 2019 opposing the Motion.   

Pursuant to the litigation schedule set forth in the Prehearing Order, all other parties’ written direct testimony must be served by April 5, 2019.  All parties’ rebuttal testimony must be served on May 6, 2019 and surrebuttal testimony must be served by May 17, 2019.  Hearings are scheduled to begin May 21, 2019.  



This matter will be held in abeyance until May 1, 2019.  Counsel for PWSA will be directed to inform the undersigned as well as the parties if contract negotiations are concluded prior to April 30, 2019.  Otherwise, counsel for PWSA shall file a status report with the Commission’s Secretary Bureau on April 30, 2019 regarding the status of negotiations between the City of Pittsburgh and PWSA with a timeframe included.  The undersigned believe the parties can resolve this matter among themselves in the interim.    
THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:


1.
That ruling on the Expedited Motion of the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement to Challenge Pittsburgh Water and Sewer Authority’s Designation of Certain Information as Proprietary and Confidential is held in abeyance until May 1, 2019.



2.
That, in the event the parties do not resolve this matter among themselves, Pittsburgh Water and Sewer Authority shall file a status report with the Commission’s Secretary’s Bureau addressing the expected completion date for negotiations between the City of Pittsburgh and Pittsburgh Water and Sewer Authority on April 30, 2019.
