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BRIEFING ORDER



On September 29 and 30 and October 1, 2, 5-9, 13 and 14, 2020, further evidentiary hearings were held regarding the above-captioned matter.   At the hearing, Sunoco Pipeline, L.P. requested until October 28, 2020, to address a newly admitted exhibit, Fynn Direct 4, an Administrative Order of the Department of Environmental Protection entered September 11, 2020, In the Matter of Sunoco Pipeline, L.P., Violations of the Clean Streams Law and DEP Chapters 93, 102 and 105 of Title 25 of the Pennsylvania Code. 


Sunoco Pipeline, L.P. is given leave until October 28, 2020, to file any written response to Exhibit Flynn Direct 4.  Any responses to Sunoco Pipeline, L.P.’s written response are due by October 30, 2020.  


The parties are given leave to file initial briefs on or before December 16, 2020 and reply briefs on or before January 19, 2021.  The parties are reminded that specific findings of fact, conclusions of law, and ordering paragraphs sought should be included in the initial briefs to improve the chances of inclusion in the ensuing initial decision.  These and all findings, conclusions or argument shall include specific references to their occurrence in the record.    Briefs containing extremely sensitive information/confidential security information should only be served upon those individuals who have signed Annex A to the Amended Protective Order in this proceeding.  All others should receive public/redacted versions of briefs.


THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:

1. That Sunoco Pipeline, L.P.’s written response to Exhibit Flynn Direct No. 4 is due October 28, 2020.

2. That any response to Sunoco Pipeline, L.P.’s response is due by October 30, 2020.

3. That initial briefs are to be filed on or before December 16, 2020, and reply briefs, if any, are to be filed on or before January 19, 2021.



4.
That briefs shall comply with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code §§ 5.501 and 5.502.  The page limitation appearing in Section 5.501(e) is specifically waived to permit the parties to use the number of pages deemed to be necessary for a thorough discussion of the factual and legal issues in this case.  


5.
That the parties are encouraged to form a consensus and follow a common briefing outline.

That due dates are in-hand and may be by electronic means on the due date if transmission occurs before 4:00 pm and notice of electronic availability on the case-specific website follow.

Electronic service shall be to the e-mail address provided by counsel at the prehearing conferences and circulated to the parties unless another e-mail address is agreed upon in advance.

Electronic service upon the administrative law judge shall include a version in WORD format.
