On the same date, an a p p l i ­
cation for corresponding permanent authority was f i l e d . Public notice 
of both the temporary authority application and the permanent authority 
application was 'given i n the Pennsylvania B u l l e t i n of November 30, 1985. 
Protests to the applications were f i l e d by Thomas H. Loughry, Wayne W.
