We are writing to inform you of two proposed settlements in the above-referenced case.  Columbia Gas of Pennsylvania, Inc.  (Columbia), the Bureau of Investigation & Enforcement (I&E), the Office of Consumer Advocate (OCA), the Office of Small Business Advocate (OSBA), Retail Energy Supply Association, Shipley Choice, and NRG Energy, Inc. (RESA/NGS Parties), Pennsylvania State University (PSU), the Pennsylvania Weatherization Provider’s Task Force, Inc. (Task Force), the Coalition for Affordable Utility Services and Energy Efficiency in Pennsylvania (CAUSE-PA), the Natural Resources Defense Council (NRDC), and the Columbia Industrial Intervenors (CII) have notified us that they intend to sign and file a Joint Petition for Partial Settlement.  We have also been notified that Columbia, I&E, OCA, CAUSE-PA, CII, Task Force, and PSU intend to file a Joint Petition for Non-Unanimous Settlement Regarding Revenue Allocation and Rate Design.  A copy of the settlement petitions will be sent via email to you by Columbia on September 2, 2022.  
After we have reviewed the proposed settlements, we will prepare a written recommended decision, which you will receive, recommending that the Commission adopt or reject the settlement petitions.  The Commission will make a final decision on whether or not the proposed settlements should be approved.

As a Complainant, you have an opportunity to submit comments or objections to us after you review the settlement petitions.  If you wish to comment or object, you must send your written comments or objections to us, with a copy to the Columbia, I&E, OCA, OSBA, RESA/NGS Parties, PSU, Task Force, CAUSE-PA, NRDC, and CII.  If you wish to comment on, or object to, the settlement petitions, you must do so by emailing our legal assistant Athena Delvillar at sdelvillar@pa.gov.  Your written comments or objections must be electronically time-stamped as received no later than 4:30 p.m. on Monday, September 12, 2022.  Comments should be limited to no more than 20 pages.  Any correspondence electronically time-stamped as received later than 4:30 p.m. on September 12, 2022 will not be reviewed.  
The opportunity to submit written comments on, or objections to, the settlement petitions is a means of expressing your opinions regarding the proposed settlements and the rate case before our recommended decision is issued.  Your right to file exceptions and/or reply to exceptions to the recommended decision is not affected by these settlements unless you decide to join in the settlement petitions, as explained below.  If you intend to object to the settlement petitions you must include citation to facts in the record, argument, and relevant legal analysis as substantiation.  

If, after you review the settlement petitions, you wish to join in, you may do so by completing and returning to us, via email to our legal assistant, a copy of one or both of the signature pages enclosed with this letter.  If you wish to join in but are unable to print/sign/scan the signature pages, you may type in your information and email it to our legal assistant.  Please understand that by completing and returning the signature pages you will be signifying that, as a signatory party, you do not wish to further prosecute your Complaint unless the Commission rejects or modifies the settlement petitions.  


If you do not wish to comment on, object to or join in the proposed settlements, you may do nothing.

Please carefully review the settlement petitions.  If you have any questions, feel free to reach out to Columbia or any of the settling statutory parties (I&E or OCA) with your questions.
